OPENING OF MEETING:

President Fabian opened the official JCRPC meeting by asking for a moment of silence followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  
ROLL CALL:
Vice President Householder called the Roll which determined there were enough representatives and alternates present to constitute a quorum. 
MINUTES OF MAY 27, 2015 MEETING








A motion was made by Mr. Trzaskoma  to accept the minutes of the May 27, 2015  meeting; seconded by Mayor Thomas; motion passed unanimously. 
FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT – President Fabian report the Finance Committee has met a couple of times and they came up with a new RPC dues structure.  There are three scenarios which are included on the handout sheet everyone received when entering the room.  He stated the first column showed 
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what the current dues are; the second column is option (1) which is doubling the dues; and option (2) was keeping the current dues plus making a 10% per capita not less than $100.00 per entity and not more than $500.00 per entity per year.  Mr. Fabian told everyone in the original by-laws back in 1960 it discussed a per capita for the dues.  Option (3) was raising the dues to $150.00 plus a 10% per capita not less than $100.00 per entity and not over $500.00 per entity.  The Committee is asking the Commission to review these options and they would like to take a vote in the October meeting on what option should be taken.  This decision will affect the RPC by-laws as well and that is why the vote will need to be in October so everyone can be notified of the change even though the entities won’t start paying the new amount until January of 2016.  
DIRECTOR’S REPORT

WATER AND SEWER – We continue to work with Adena on their Wastewater project.  The new project completion date is July 1, 2015; payment requests are due by July 31, 2015; and the final performance report is due August 31, 2015.  The State Auditor’s Office was monitoring Adena and came to our office for some of the documentation and everything seems to be in order.

LAND BANK – We are continuing to move forward with this and it is consuming a lot of time.  The next meeting will be July 1, 3:00 p.m. here at the Towers.  This past Monday a bid opening was held for the demolition of five (5) homes the bids are being reviewed and we hope to award them soon.

CLEAN OHIO – This agreement is for $417,400.00 and is for an environmental assessment Phase II at the Yorkville/Tiltonsville Plant.  We have only $16,302.51 of the grant left.

USEPA – We heard the outcome of this $600,000.00 application.  We were not successful.  A debriefing of this grant is scheduled for Tuesday, July 28th at 2:00 p.m.  Participating will be Larry Smith our consultant, Rich and Domenick.  

2013 CDBG FORMULA – Ben Kepple of the Office of Community Development (ODSA) held a monitoring visit for the PY 2013 grant on May 28th.  He even commented on how nice and organized the files were and the Director thanked Betty Lou for this.  Overall Mr. Kepple was very impressed with the monitoring visit; however, there will be one weakness with the Prevailing wages.  The Director had explained the problem before to the commission with the Prevailing Wage Coordinator no longer working for the county and the Commissioners were going to make an effort to look for the certified payrolls but unfortunately the records were never found.  We were able to get the payrolls from the contractor and this is now beyond our control, so there will be a finding in the report for not having the certified payroll.

2014 CDBG FORMULA – This grant is for $159,000.00.  The Village of Bergholz and Steubenville Township submitted street improvements (paving) projects and the Village of Tiltonsville submitted a water line project.  A bid opening was held for the two paving projects and Shelly and Sands was the lowest bidder.  We have submitted a letter asking the Commissioners to award the contract to Shelly and Sands.  As soon as we receive a copy of the signed contract we will hold a pre-construction meeting. A bid opening for the Tiltonsville water line project will be held on July 2nd at 9:45 a.m. in the commissioners’ office.

2015 CDBG FORMULA – The application is for $135,000.00.  Once again our funding has been reduced.  Almost all the projects have been submitted into the state’s program (OCEAN) which is due this Friday, June 26th.  We are submitting the allocation for $135,000.00 (two repaving projects and a rehabilitation of a Fire Department).   We are also submitting two Neighborhood applications and one Critical Infrastructure Project.  

2014 CHIP- We are continuing to work with Marshall Bleckman and Associates who are administering this grant through the City of Toronto.  Again we were awarded $225,000.  
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PLANNERS REPORT

As far as Yorkville, it’s a Phase II and a Risk Assessment Study and they are completed so we should be getting a final billing.


The Land Bank meeting will be July 1, 2015 here at the Health Department Conference Room.


As Domenick mentioned, there will be a debriefing on June 30th for the Brownfield Grant which we were not awarded.

FINANCIAL REPORT


Betty Lou reported as of the end of May the receipts were $111,300.99 and the expenses were $68,009.17 leaving a balance of $43,291.82.  She told the Commission the financial reports which include all the accounts the Planning Commission is administrating were available on the table for anyone who was interested.
