MINUTES OF MAY 28, 2014 MEETING








A motion was made by Ms. Blaner  to accept the minutes of the May 28, 2014  meeting; seconded by Mr. Jordan; motion passed unanimously. 
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DIRECTOR’S REPORT 

Attorney General – Moving Ohio Forward Grant (Demolitions) – Last month it was reported that CT Consultant has refused to continue to work with us on this program since the county will not utilize their services on the CHIP Program.  Since then, thanks to Commissioner Maple, progress has been made however there still is no commitment they will assist us.
Water and Sewer- We continue to work with Adena on their project.  We have received our administration dollars ($10,000.00) and the project should be completed by the end of August or beginning of September.

Land Use Plan – We are still looking for volunteers to implement  the Land Use Plan.  Please see Rich after the meeting he has sign-up sheets.

Land Bank –The Director thanked our County Treasurer, Ray Agresta, Commissioners Maple and Graham for attending the past two meetings which were held.  A third meeting was scheduled for this morning but had to be cancelled due to the lack of a quorum.  The Director thanks all who have participated, especially our Planner Rich and Robin Thomas, Director of Land Bank/Thriving Communities Institute.  The Planner continues gathering information which is needed in our grant application.  We may need assistance in checking a site and verifying that a structure is located on the site within your community.  Rich will report more on this under his report.

Clean Ohio – Last Thursday, June 29th, the Board of Commissioners signed the Clean Ohio grant agreement for the Ohio Cold Rolling Facility in Yorkville/Tiltonsville.  This application is for $417,400.00 and is for an environmental assessment Phase II.  The Director thanked both the Village of Yorkville and Tiltonsville for the assistance.  He also thanked Kara Allison with Hull & Associate and the Planner, Rich for their hard work.  Rich will report more on this subject under his report.

2013 CDBG Formula – A pre-construction meeting was held on Tuesday, June 24th at 9:00 a.m. for the Village of Mingo Junction and the Townships of Saline and Wayne on their paving projects.  We will continue to monitor these paving projects.  We would like to thank Jim Branagan, our County Engineer and Clay for their help on these projects.
2014 CDBG Formula – On Tuesday, June 17th, the 2014 CDBG application was submitted to the State for $159,000.00.  The information gathered from the public hearings and requests that were received were from three communities; the Village of Tiltonsville, Bergholz, and Steubenville Township.  The Village of Bergholz and Steubenville Township submitted street improvement (paving) projects and the Village of Tiltonsville submitted a water line project.  We should receive our grant agreement this fall (September).
Set Aside Grants – On behalf of the County, two (2) Critical Infrastructure grants were submitted to the State.  One for Steubenville Township ($300,000.00) and the other for the City of Toronto (the Titanium Bridge) ($150,000.00).  They were both submitted on June 17th and we should hear whether or not we are awarded these grants in the fall as well.

2014 CHIP –  We are continuing to work with Marshall Bleckman & Associates who will be administering this grant (if we are awarded) through the City of Toronto.  The second public hearing was held in Toronto on June 2, 2014 and the Grant was submitted to the State on June 6.  Again, we will hear whether or not we were awarded the grant and the amount sometime in early fall.
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PLANNER’S REPORT


The Planner reported as far as the Land bank it is coming along. There is going to be certain parts of the county because it can’t be done everywhere because of the requirements of the grant.  We have to have targeted areas.  Part of that is determined by property which has already been closed upon because we have to prove we can get access  to it relatively quickly is a requirement of the grant.

With the Clean Ohio Yorkville plant, we anticipate that Phase II study will be done in March of 2015.
FINANCIAL REPORT


Betty Lou reported the receipts at the end of May were $100,105.60 and the expenses were $69,971.83 leaving a balance of $30,133.77.  She told the Commission the financial reports which include all the accounts the Planning Commission is administrating were available on the table for anyone who was interested.
