OPENING OF MEETING:
President Bell opened the official JCRPC meeting by asking for a moment of silence in which everyone was asked to remember Mr. Sheridan Christian, a past commission member and executive board member, who had passed away.  Following the moment of silence the membership recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

MINUTES OF MARCH 28, 2012 MEETING








A motion was made by Mr. Vandeborne to accept the minutes of the March 28, 2012 meeting; seconded by Mr. Andresen; motion passed unanimously. 
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President Bell introduced a guest, Joe Campbell, who is a grad student of Ohio State University.  Mr. Campbell is working with some other students on a project of collaboration of local governments.  He explained he is collecting research on what Jefferson County’s government is doing to partner with other local governments to provide services and also what they are doing in Jefferson County to facilitate and communicate about the development going on within the shale along the gas drills.  

President Bell asked the Director to speak about the procurement policy.  The Director explained Jefferson County has a procurement policy which was supposed to be adopted by the Board of County Commissioners years ago.  In talking with the County Commissioners they reference the Ohio Revised Code and there is a provision in the Ohio Revised Code on Procurement Policies.  Basically with a procurement policy  you advertise in the newspaper, you solicit, etc.  In dealing with a lot of our grants and all we are moving somewhat away from that.  If you notice on our notices for our Public Hearings we post them in municipality buildings and in public libraries.  The state asked Regional Planning to adopt a procurement policy using the Ohio Revised Code or in lieu of you can do direct solicitation.  A motion was made by Mr. Parise to authorize the preparation of a procurement policy in accordance with the Ohio Revised Code or in lieu of direct solicitation to be presented at our next meeting; seconded by Mayor Thomas; motion passed unanimously.
DIRECTOR’S REPORT

FY2011 CDBG FORMULA PROGRAM – The allocation for the FY2011 is $284,000.00.  Bids were opened on Thursday, April 5th.  We had 2 bidders for Paving Project and Shelly and Sands was the lowest bid.  There were also 2 bids for the sidewalk project in Wintersville and John Russell was the lowest bidder on that project.  A recommendation to award both contracts to the lowest bidders was made on April 19th.  Once the contracts are signed a Pre-Construction meeting will be held for both projects.

$67,800.00 – Home Repairs – The Housing Specialist is preparing the specifications for 7 home repairs which have been identified by our housing review committee.
FY2012 CHIP PROGRAM – The application was filed on time by CT Consultants.  The targeted area for the CHIP Program will be the Smithfield area.

The Ohio Neighborhood Stabilization – We continue to move forward with the process for the clearance activities. We have the asbestos reports and the clearance from the Ohio Historical Society and currently the title searches are being performed.

USEPA Grant – We continue to move forward and should complete this million dollar program this year.  We received notice that we were awarded $299,571.00 Clean Ohio Funds for the Kaul Clay property in Toronto and yesterday the committee conducted reviews of the qualified candidates.  We will be making a recommendation of GT Environmental to the Board of Commissioners.

Water and Sewer (Pottery Addition) – We continue to move forward with this project and the second payment from the CDBG monies has been made.

Land Use Plan – We are gathering the data, planning and consensus building for the Land Use Plan.  We held three (3) public participation meetings and Ben Kenny held a series of 25 or more one on one interviews with county leaders.  We have survey forms available if you haven’t had the opportunity please fill one out.  The plan will only be as good as your input.
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2012 CDBG - The 2nd Public Hearing has been scheduled for May 31st at 10:30 a.m. in the Commissioners Office.  The Villages of Adena, Rayland, and Richmond have identified their projects and are working with the Engineers Office.  We should have around $44,000 to $45,000 to spend on each project.

County Port Authority – The County is working out details on forming a county wide port authority.  The commissioners realize the importance of everyone being represented and they are asking the RPC (who has a representative from every city, village and township) to have a representative on the board who is not an elected official.  A motion was made by Mr. Sgalla to nominate Greg Nemeth as the JCRPC Representative on the County Port Authority Board; seconded by Mr. Litva.  The Commission wasn’t quite sure who Mr. Nemeth was so Mr. Sgalla explained to the Commission who Mr. Nemeth is and  the motion passed unanimously.  

Floodplain Regulations – The amendments were approved and forward to Ohio Department of Natural Resources.

CDBG Application Training – On Wednesday, April 18th Betty Lou went to the CDBG training. She explained to the Commission they went over the new application for FY12 and made some additional changes to the application which will entail more field work.  

UNITE Grant/Application – Additional information was requested and we are in the process of gathering it.  One important part is a partnership agreement which everyone signed as they came in the door this evening.

2012 Directory – The 2012 Directory is complete make sure everyone gets their copy from Betty Lou before leaving.
PLANNERS REPORT


The ODNR requested that we revise the penalty section of our Floodplain regulations in order to ensure they are legally enforceable.  After two public meetings the  Commissioners passed a resolution to address this matter.

The Kaul Clay Clean Ohio RFQ process has been done and we picked GT Environmental.

The Planner will be going to the 2012 Brownfield Conference to be held in Columbus on May 23-24.  The conference costs will be paid for out of the USEPA Grant.


Ben Kenny has been meeting with local community leaders and public meetings have been held throughout the county.  Next month on May 17, Ben Kenny (the Land Use Consultant) will be discussing the current status of the Land Use Plan with the Commissioners during their regular meeting.  We will also have a meeting of our core land use group on the same day to give them the same update.


The Planner will be assisting with the CDBG grant by creating maps and writing project descriptions to accompany the three projects.

FINANCIAL REPORT


Betty Lou reported we have received our Budget, but the current receipts is the carry over from last year because the Commissioners have yet to forward their amount into our account.  The Receipts start out as $68,647.36 at the end of March and the Disbursements were $39,494.93 which currently leaves a balance of $29,152.43.
