MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 17, 2010 MEETING








A motion was made by Mr. Cermak to accept the minutes of the November 17, 2010 meeting; seconded by Mr. Sgalla; motion passed unanimously. 
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COMMUNICATIONS -    Mr. Bell reported all the townships should had received a mailing from the 911 office asking them to appoint a representative as a contact person for the EMA in the event we have another bad snowstorm or any emergency.  A commitment has been made by ODOT if this were to occur again they would be more than willing to assist the township trustees. 


 Mr. Bell also reported there would be a workshop at the Joint Vocational School in Bloomingdale on Wednesday, January 26, 2011 from 7:00-9:00 and it will deal with Marcellus drilling.  There will also be another meeting on February 9th at the Joint Vocational School in Bloomingdale from 7:00-9:00 and this is being co-sponsored by Ohio State University, Penn State University, and our local Soil and Water Department.  


On January 11 at the training center at Eastern Gateway Community College, all paid and volunteer fire department employees are invited to a two hour session presented by the Ohio Oil and Gas education program.  This is a preliminary meeting for free training for our firefighters in April in Wooster.


President Fabian reported there was a pay adjustment done for the Planner, Richard Fender, following his probationary period.  He is entitled to a pay increase from $15.14 an hour to $15.86.  This was conditioned into his contract when he was hired.


President Fabian announced in January we will need three (3) citizen representatives and John Hartline and Mike Paprocki have agreed to continue.  Those two names will be recommended to the County Board of Commissioners.  There is still one opening for anyone who wishes to be a citizen representative.

COMMITTEE REPORTS –   


Nominating Committee –Nominations and voting will occur in January for the Executive Committee.  There are seven seats on the Committee, the three officers, one citizen representative, and three are filled by representatives from the Commission.  Currently Mr. Hartline serves as the citizen representative and Mr. Sgalla and Mr. Litva serves as representatives from the Commission.  If anyone is interested in the open seat on the Executive Board let the Board know and it will be put up for vote in January.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT  


FY2011 CDBG FORMULA PROGRAM - The targeted areas will be the Village of Smithfield, Wells Township, and the Village of Wintersville.  These areas need to start thinking about their project and getting everything in line to give to the Regional Planning Commission.


LAND USE PLAN (Survey) – The Regional Planning Commission is preparing for a county wide land use plan.  A core group meeting was held on December 8th at the Regional Planning office.  RCAP is applying for a grant for RPC for $20,000.00 to help put the plan together.  We will also be using the Revolving Loan here in the county to receive a $10,000.00 grant to also put toward helping put the grant together.


Mr. Mucci reminded everyone the rest of the information is included on his report and if anyone did not get one on their way in to make sure they pick one up from the table before they leave.


Mr. Mucci explained the Mayors needed to meet following the meeting to appoint a representative to the 911 Board.  They will meet immediately following the meeting.

PLANNERS REPORT


The Planner thanked everyone for completing the Community Survey and from that he has created about 20 maps some show building codes, comprehensive plan zoning, telephone service, etc.  He will have these maps on display following the meeting.


As far as the Brownfields Grant, we are on track to have seven Phase I studies done by the end of the year, two Phase II studies are in progress at the present time and we have twenty access agreements signed.
