OPENING OF MEETING:
President Fabian opened the official JCRPC meeting by asking for a moment of silence after which the membership recited the Pledge of Allegiance.  

ROLL CALL:
President Fabian called the Roll which determined there were enough representatives and alternates present to constitute a quorum. 

MINUTES OF DECEMBER 22, 2010 MEETING








A motion was made by Mayor Jeskey to accept the minutes of the December 22, 2010 meeting; seconded by Mr. Litva; motion passed unanimously. 

ELECTIONS TO EXECUTIVE BOARD  - President Fabian opened elections for the Executive Board.  He explained there were five names who wished to run for the three seats on the Executive Board.  They were Carl Sgalla, Frank Litva, Matt Parise, Harry Thomas, and Joe Ellis.  He asked if there was anyone else interested.  A motion was made by Mr. Fabian to close the nominations; seconded by Mr. Sperry; motion passed unanimously.
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President Fabian then opened nominations for a citizen’s representative to sit on the Executive Board.  Mr. Hartline said he would like to continue on the Board as the Citizen Representative.  There were no other nominations.  A motion was made by Mr. Paprocki to close the nominations for citizens representative on the board; seconded by Mayor Jeskey; motion passed unanimously.


President Fabian explained there were ballots to be passed out and only one representative to each entity can vote.  Secretary Trzaskoma said he would read the ballots tonight with the help of Betty Lou Tarr.  Ballots were handed out to each entity according to roll call.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT  


FY2010 CDBG FORMULA PROGRAM –  The County was awarded $284,000.00 and the targeted areas are Knox Township, Village of Dillonvale, Village of Empire, and the City of Toronto.  We again will be doing Home Repairs and our Fair Housing.  Mr. Mucci and Betty Lou will be attending the Commissioners meeting tomorrow morning for various reasons and one of them being for the contract between the county and the Ohio Regional Development Corporation to do the Home Repairs Housing Specialist work.  Everyone should have received Home Repair applications to place throughout their community and if anyone would like more applications, they are available on the table by the door.


FY2011 CDBG FORMULA PROGRAM – The Villages of Smithfield and Wintersville, and Wells Township are the targeted areas.  The Director contacted the state and they are looking at awarding approximately the same amount as last year.  The targeted areas need to get a project in mind so we can move forward with it.  The Director would like to hold the first Public Hearing on the morning of Thursday, March 31st at the Commissioner’s office.  We need to check with the Commissioner’s Office to see if we can hold the public hearing on that date.


The Ohio Neighborhood Stabilization -   We have completed 29 demolitions including the final one in Smithfield.  The State has not released the formula for NSP III funding.  We did request that the state target demolition of both residential and commercial.


USEPA Grant – The Director and Planner attended the Ohio Brownfield Conference in Dublin, Ohio.  Both received good information.  The Director wanted to make it clear that the conference was paid for by our USEPA grant and cost the county nothing.  As far as the National Brownfield Conference in April both the Director and Planner have received a scholarship travel grant which means the state will pay for our lodging and the federal USEPA grant will pay for everything else.  We are continuing to evaluate the performance of RMT.  The Planner will update everyone on the status of the grand and the conference.


LAND USE PLAN  – We are preparing for a county wide land use plan.  We have applied for a $20,000.00 grant thru RCAP.  The Director thanked everyone who participated in the Assurance Agreements and who attended the December meeting and Commissioner Gentile.  A copy of the grant application was made available.


Mr. Kokiko asked how he can get a hold of the gentleman who spoke at our meeting from OMERESA.  Mr. Mucci explained the gentleman whose name is Brendan Nugent had called the office the other day asking if he needed to do a follow up meeting.  Following a brief discussion, Mr. Mucci said he would get back in touch with Mr. Nugent and schedule a follow up meeting to be held an hour before our next meeting on February 23.  The meeting will be held at 6:00 p.m. in the conference room on the Second Floor.

PLANNERS REPORT


The Planner reported he attended the Ohio Brownfield conference along with the Director and attended the sessions that covered interesting topics which related to brownfields.  


As far as the brownfields grant we now have an inventory of forty sights and we have twenty one active agreements for those sights and by the end of February we will have ten Phase I reports.  We currently have seven Phase I reports.  We will be moving onto Phase II sights soon.
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Betty Lou gave the financial report as follows, as of the end of December the RPC receipts totaled $168,679.15 and the disbursements were $133,392.33 which left a total of $35,286.82.


Secretary Trzaskoma gave the election results as follows:   He reported we counted them, recounted them and counted them a third time.  For the Executive Board, Carl Sgalla 21 votes; Joe Ellis 17 votes; Frank Litva 15 votes.  Those three along with the officers and the citizen representative will comprise the Executive Committee.  The vote for citizen representative was John Hartline 24 votes so John will be the Citizen Representative on the Executive Committee.
