DIRECTOR’S REPORT  


Summons in Civil Action – We received notice and a copy of the former Director’s notice to Appeal.
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FY2009 CDBG FORMULA PROGRAM – The County was awarded $249,000.00.

Home Repairs-A Bid opening was held on May 25 for 9 homes to have repairs done.  They are spread out throughout the county in Irondale, Smithfield Township, Mt. Pleasant Township, Smithfield, Tiltonsville, Yorkville, Stratton, Knox Township and Salem Township. Five of the bids were accepted; three are going to be rebid and one had to be determined a walk away because the estimate came in over the allowable cost.

FAIR HOUSING WORKSHOP – We will hold a workshop on June 21, 2010 from 9:30 a.m. until noon for Case Managers, Social Service Professional and the general public on several subjects.  Please take a moment and read the flyer provided to you tonight.  


FY2010 CDBG FORMULA PROGRAM – RPC has been notified by the State that we are eligible for $284,000.00 including $27,200.00 for Toronto.  Dillonvale, Empire, and Knox Township are our targeted areas.  Our first public hearing was held on March 25, 2010 at 10:45 in the Commissioner’s Office.  A second public hearing is scheduled for Thursday, May 27 at 10:45 a.m. in the Commissioners Office.  The Director is requiring representation from all three targeted areas plus the City of Toronto at the second public hearing.


The Ohio Neighborhood Stabilization (NSP) – We are in the process of advertising 6 more homes and the bid opening is schedule for June 2nd at 10:00 a.m. in the RPC Office.  On Friday, May 28th we have a pre-construction meeting schedule for this round of demolitions.  Tomorrow the commissioners will be signing 2 contracts (Buchanan) for demolitions.  Jefferson County has requested additional $175,000.00 to continue the program.  I will need to meet and/or talk to the communities that are on the pending list.  (Warren, Wayne Townships, Villages of Amsterdam, Bloomingdale, Bergholz, Yorkville and Smithfield). 


USEPA GRANT – The Director explained to the Commission that the gentleman who helped us obtain our grant and who has been working so closely with us has left the firm of RMT whom we have a contract with for the EPA Grant.  Commissioner Maple, the Director and a few people from the coalition met with Roger Bartz and David Kreeger of RMT to evaluate our options.  Brad Stimple from the USEPA office would like our decision on or before June 1st.  A second meeting with RMT representatives was held today.


BROADBAND FIBER OPTIC – Copies of the final read out of the feasibility study were available at the meeting.  The Director gave a summary of the study which was complete.


WATER AND SEWER (Pottery Addition) - We have been approached by the Water and Sewer Department to administer the CDBG portion of this project.  The 1st public hearing was held on May 20th at the Water & Sewer Department.  The 2nd public hearing is scheduled for June 9th at 6:00 p.m. at the Pottery Addition Fire Hall.  RPC will administer a total of $600,000.00 ($500,000.00 for the project and $100,000.00 for LMI tap-ins).  Same as we did for the Rush Run Project.

FINANCIAL REPORT – Betty Lou Tarr reported as of April 30 we had received $103,247.83 and the expenditures were $35,372.77 which left us with a balance of $67,875.06.  She told everyone that copies of the RPC finances were available on the desk.
