President Fabian called the Roll which determined there were enough representatives and alternates present to constitute a quorum. 

MINUTES OF OCTOBER 26, 2011 MEETING








A motion was made by Mr. Andresen to accept the minutes of the October 26,  2011 meeting; seconded by Mr. Parise; motion passed unanimously. 

COMMUNICATIONS – There were no communications.
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ELECTION OF OFFICERS - President Fabian announced it was time for the election of officers who will take office on January 1, 2012.  He explained it was decided last meeting to take nominations from the floor.  Nominations for President were then opened.  Mr. Fabian nominated Terry Bell for President; seconded by Mr. Sperry; all were in favor.  It was then asked if there were any further nominations from the floor for President; Mr.  McConnell   made a motion to close nominations; seconded by Mayor Thomas; motion passed unanimously.  Terry Bell will be president starting in January for a two year term.


Nominations were opened for Vice-President.  Mr. Elder nominated Scott Fabian; seconded by Mr. Jordan; all were in favor.  It was then asked if there were any further nominations for Vice-President; Mr. Parise made a motion to close nominations for Vice-President; seconded by Mr. Andresen; motion passed unanimously.  Scott Fabian will be Vice-President next year starting January 1, 2012.

Nominations were opened for Secretary.  Mr. Sgalla nominated Rick Trzaskoma as Secretary; seconded by Mr. Ellis; all were in favor.  It was then asked if there were any further nominations from the floor for Secretary; Mr. Jordan made a motion to close nominations for Secretary; seconded by Mr. Sperry; motion passed unanimously.  Rick Trzaskoma will continue as Secretary.

President Fabian announced in January the Board will ask for nominations for the rest of the Executive Committee Board.
DIRECTOR’S REPORT 

Director Mucci congratulated all those who ran for either re-election or for terms of Township Trustee, Council, or Mayors and won their elections.

FY 2011 CDBG FORMULA PROGRAM - The areas have been identified as:


$48,000.00-Village of Smithfield (Repaving-Tanner and High Streets)


$48,000.00-Wintersville (Sidewalk-Fernwood Road)


$48,000.00-Wells Township (Repaving-Washington Road)


$27,200.00-City of Toronto (Repaving 5th Street from Alexander Street To Craig Street)


$67,800.00-Home Repairs -We will be distributing the applications the same as we did last year to all of the Public Libraries and to each of the entities to place in their own area.  The application will again be available on our website.  These applications will not be available until after the 1st of the year.

The Ohio Neighborhood Stabilization – We are still trying to confirm the $142,000.00 transfer from Belmont County and the rest of Region 19.  We do have a letter of commitment from CT Consultants.


USEPA Grant – We held a meeting on November 9th to determine how to use the remaining funds.  The Planner will update everyone on the status of the grant.


Water and Sewer (Pottery Addition) – Much time has been given to this project and we are moving forward.  We are now in the process of getting 19 temporary signed access agreements signed.


Land Use Plan – We continue to gather data for the plan.  Remember this plan will take time to develop and the success will depend on the input we receive from everyone.

The Director reminded everyone our next meeting will remain on December 28, 2011 and our Holiday Party will follow immediately after the meeting.
PLANNERS REPORT


A meeting was held on November 9th with the consultants and key partners to discuss the USEPA Coalition grant.  In this meeting it was discussed that $60,000 in funds from the Phase II and Remedial Planning portions of the Brownfield grant will be reallocated to fund more Phase I studies.  About seven properties were suggested as potential sites for these additional Phase I studies.  The Planner will be following up on the sites in the next couple of weeks or so.  19 Phase I studies have been completed, 8 Phase II studies, and 2 lead base paint/ asbestos surveys on properties.
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The application for the Kaul Clay property requires a public meeting.  This meeting will be held on November 28 at 2:00 p.m. at the Toronto City Hall located at 416 Clark Street in Toronto.  The public is invited to attend.


The Planner assisted the NSP program by creating 17 maps and collecting Census Block Group information.
FINANCIAL REPORT


Betty Lou reported the receipts at the end of October in the Regional Planning account were $164, 583. 84 and the disbursements were $135,569.38 which left a balance of $ 29,014.46.
